INTRODUCTION TO SECOND (REVISED) EDITION

THE purpose behind the publication of this volume is three-fold. Firstly to
introduce new collectors to this fascinating scries, which for historical interest
and variety is unsurpassed in the whole range of numismatics. Secondly to
give collectors and dealers a quick and ready help in identifying and classifying
their coins. Thirdly, to give a guide to present day values.

Arrangement. There is little original research in this work, and its
arrangement is not technically sound as it is not chronological. For reasons
explained below the order adopted is by far the quickest for reference
purposes.

The scientific works on this subject are the British Museum Catalogue
““ Coins of the Roman Republic,” “The Coinage of the Roman Republic ™’ by
E. A. Sydenham and “Roman Imperial Coinage,” Vol. I, by H. Mattingly and
E. A. Sydenham. These are all arranged chronologically and by mints which
makes quick reference very difficult unless the rcader knows the series ex-
tremely well, and even then frequent reference may have to be made to an
index.

In 1885 Ernest Babclon wrote his ** Description Historique ct Chrono-
logique des Monnaies de la République Romaine, vulgairement appelces
Monnais Consulaires.” Babclon arranged the coins under the family name of
the moneyer responsible for their 1ssue, when these were identifiable, and then
numbered them under each family. He also included under family names the
coins bearing moneyer’s names issued during the Triumvirate and under
Augustus. Dealers, auctioneers and collectors adopted this system of numera-
tion and have retained it, although it is quite different from modern text books,
because it is so much easier for quick reference. It would seem that Babelon’s
numbers will still be used for the Roman Republican series in dealer’s lists and
auction catalogues, and it is for this reason that I have kept exactly to his
arrangement and have used his numbers. Collectors can now use this catalogue
as though it were a copy of Babelon, with one exception: I have extended his
system by giving a, b, ¢, etc., numbers where varieties exist. When I wrote the
first edition in 1952 Babelon was almost unobtainable and when on sale very
expensive but since then a reprint has been available which we can supply at
£32-50.

For Roman Imperial coins * Médailles Impériales ” by Henry Cohen,
published in 1880, is still the standard work of reference and for part 2 of this
volume I have used his numeration. Cohen arranged the coins under the names
of the emperors and other personages whose portraits arc found on the coins.
The order under each person is alphabetical according to the reverse legend.
Cohen starts with the coins of Pompey, Julius Caesar, Mark Antony and
Octavianus (before he became emperor with the name Augustus), etc. These
are not strictly coins of the Empire but are Republican and arc therefore also
found in Babelon. They are collected by collectors of both Republican and
Imperial coins. These coins are usually catalogued with Cohen’s numbers
rather than those used by Babelon, hence I have adopted the same method,
which is why this volume is divided into two parts. Again I have added a, b, ¢,
etc. to Cohen’s numbers where I have found varieties, and Babelon’s references
have been added where they apply.
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Missing numbers are coins of gold, copper or orichalcum given by Babelon
and Cohen that do not come under the scope of this book, or are pieces that
are thought not to exist, or known to be false, or arc coins struck at a later

period. N

The historical notes given are for the most part taken from the British
Museum Catalogue written by H. C. Grueber and the B.M.C. reference given
for each coin will show from where they were taken, and if this work is con-

sulted more information can be obtained in many cases.

Legend varieties. As has already been stated many varicties have been
given a, b, ¢, etc. numbers, but this is not always the case with minor legend
varieties. Sometimes I havc put part of a word in a bracket, which indicates
that the part in brackets is not always to be found on the coin. e.g. Calpurnia
24 c, r1s(o) L. F. FR(vGl) which could read P1so or Pis and FR, FRV, FRVG oOr

FRVGI.
Where the sign — is given above letters it indicates that they are ligate or
in monogram form.

Values. The prices given here are for average specimens, which in the case
of this series is VIF (very fine). They are based on our knowledge of the numis-
matic market, the current demand for particular coins, recent auction sale
prices ; and, in those cases where certain coins have not appeared for some time,
our cestimation of their likely sale value based on comparison with coins of
similar rarity.

In conclusion I should like to thank Mr, Charles Hersh for much advice
when I was preparing the first edition of this work, and Mr. David Sear for
his collaboration in valuing and proof reading of this edition.

INTRODUCTION TO THIRD (REVISED) EDITION

The publication of Michacl Crawford’s Roman Republican Coinage (Cam-
bridge, 1974) has nccessitated a reappraisal of the chronology of this series.
The fundamental difference between the chronologies of Crawford and of
Sydenham (The Coinage of the Roman Republic, 1952) lies in the date of the
introduction of the silver Denarius. Sydenham’s date of circa 187 B.C. has
long been considered too late and Crawford’s 212 211 B.C. 1s much to be
preferred on the basis of hoard evidence and certain other criteria. Accordingly,
in this revised edition of Roman Silver Coins the dates given are those of
Crawford’s chronology, though the basic arrangement remains that of Babelon’s
Monnaies de la république romaine (1885-6).

We greatly appreciate the co-operation of the Keeper of the Department
of Coins and Medals, British Muscum, in allowing us to sclect coins from the
museum’s collection for illustration.

POMPEY THE GREAT.

Cnaeus Pompetus Magnus, son of Cn. Pompeius Strabo, born in 106 B.C., became one of
Rome's most successful soldiers. He was made an ** Imperator "' at the age of 23. It was a
campaign tn Africa in B.C. B1 that carned him the surname of Magnus. Ten yvears later he
pacified Spain and in B.C. 67 he cleared the Mediterranean of pirates. In B.C. 57 he joined
with Crassus and Caesar to form the first triumvirate. Having been made head of the
patricians, he is later found to be opposing Caesar who had joined the plebeians’ cause,
and who defeated him at Pharsalus. He subsequently fled to Egypt and was murdered on
landing there in B.C. 48. The coins with his portrait were struck after his death by his sons.

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JULIUS CAESAR.

Caius Julius Cacsar, the great dictator, was born on the 12th July 100 (or 102) B.c. He
was made a priest of Jupiter by Marius in 87 B.C. In 68 he obrained the quaestorship, in 65 the
wdileship, when he spent enormous sums on public games and butldings. In 64 he was elected
pontifcx maximus (chief priest). In 59 he was elected consul and formed with Pompey and
Crassus what is known as the first triumvirate. He was given the rule of Hlyricum, Cisalpine
and Transalpine Gaul. In 58 he went to his provinces and remained there nine years, and
completely subdued the country, he also invaded Britam in 55 and 54 B.C. In B.C. 48 he fell
out with Pompcy whom he defeated. During the next two years he defeated Pompey’s allies
and returned to Rome undisputed master of the Roman world. A conspiracy against his life
was formed and he cwas assassinated on the Ides (15th) of March, 44 B.cC.

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AUGUSTUS.

Caius Octavius was born in Rome on Sept. 23, B.C. 63, and was a nephew of Fulius
Caesar who adopted him, he was then known as Caius Julius Caesar Octavianus. After the
death of Julius Caesar he became one of the second triumvirate. The triumuvirs later fell out
and Octavian defeated Antony at Actium and in B.C. 31 became sole ruler of the empire. He
received the title Emperor in B.C. 29 and that of Augustus in 8.C. 27; he died inA.D. 14. As
will be seen, the first part of his life as a ruler comes in the republic and during this time he
is known as Octavian. The last period of his life he was the first emperor of the Roman Empire
and is always known as Augustus. Strictly speaking coins issued in this latter period should
not be tncluded in a list of Roman Republican coins. Babelon takes coins down to B.C. 9 and
the British Museum Republican Catalogue to B.c. 3 but B.M.C. Imperial starts from B.C. 19,
We have felt it best to include all his coinage together in this volume. Furthermore in the
foregoing pages we have always referred to this person as Augustus when it should strictly
speaking have been Octavian, this being done intentionally to prevent confusion.

N.B.—Sometimes Augustus is shown wearing a laurel-wreath (laur.) and occastonally
an oak-wreath. It is not always easy to decide which it is. Different authors sometimes
describe the same coin differently in this respect, in which case I have put—laur. or oak.
However, it may mean in a few instances that both exist for the same type, probably struck at
different mints.
